Psycholinguistics is a broad field of research spanning from speech perception to sentence processing to
language development to computer modeling. Throughout the course we will consider the relationship
between theoretical linguistic concepts and constructs and psycholinguistic data. We will begin by
discussing what language is, how it is organized, represented, and acquired, where it comes from, and what
cognitive factors influence it. We will then investigate current and ongoing issues in psycholinguistics while
examining the basic processes underlying the acquisition, production, and comprehension of spoken and
written language. The lab component provides experience with experimental techniques used to study

language behaviour.

Reappraisal of Grades

A student who feels that a piece of graded term work (term paper, essay, test, etc.) has been unfairly graded,
may have the work re-graded as follows.
